What this document is about


[image: ]The Royal Commission of Inquiry into Abuse in Care is looking into abuse that happened to people in care.

We sometimes call it the Royal Commission for short.

In this document being in care means that the Government or a faith-based institution were in charge of your care.

Faith-based institutions are run by religious groups like churches.




[image: ]Abuse can be:
physical – a person kicking or hitting you
[image: ]sexual – when someone does sexual things to you that you do not want them to like:
[image: ]touching your body or private parts
kissing you
[image: ]making you have sex with them – this is called rape
[image: ]emotional – yelling or saying things to you that are not nice 
neglect – not giving you the things or care you need.

[image: ]1 of the things Cabinet needs to work on is a public apology.


A public apology is a way for the government to say they:
are sorry for things that they have done / not done
[image: ]promise not to do those things again
will work to make things right for the people who were harmed.


Survivors have said that the public apology is very important.

I am going to ask Cabinet to plan the public apology.

[image: ]The public apology will happen after the Royal Commission Report comes out.

The soonest the public apology can happen is near the end of 2024.


[image: ]We also need to set up new ways to do redress.


Redress means someone:

[image: ]does something to try to: 
put things right
make up for any harm that has been done. 


Redress can be things like: 
saying sorry 
[image: ]giving money as a way of saying sorry 
giving other kinds of support like counselling.

A design group has told me about how they think the government should do redress.

The design group is a group of people the Minister has asked for ideas.

Most of the people in the design group are survivors.

[image: ]The Crown Response Unit has started work on the public apology.


[image: ]The Crown Response Unit is a group of people who work for the government who look after:
[image: ]contact between the Government and the Royal Commission
[image: ]the Government response to what the Royal Commission finds out.


The Crown Response Unit is called the CRU for short.

The Social Outcomes Committee should agree to do the public apology as soon as they can.

I will talk to Cabinet about what should be in the public apology.
